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World Gold Council veroffentlicht Ubersicht der

Das World Gold Council (WGC) verdffentlichte heute die aktuellen Zahlen zu den offiziellen Goldbestanden
weltweit.

Uber die groRten Bestéande verfiigen den Daten zufolge mit 8.133,5 Tonnen nach wie vor die USA. Der
Anteil der Wahrungsreserven belauft sich derzeit auf 69,8%. Mit deutlichem Abstand folgt Deutschland,
dessen Reserven sich im Juni um 0,8 Tonnen auf aktuell 3.390,6 Tonnen verringerten. Hier liegt der Anteil
an den Wahrungsreserven derzeit bei 66,3%.

Im Juni dieses Jahres erhdhten sich laut Angaben des WGC die Goldreserven der Ukraine um 2,5 auf nun
38,9 Tonnen. Aserbaidschan erwarb wie bereits im Vormonat 2,0 Tonnen und stockte seine Reserven somit
auf insgesamt 8,0 Tonnen auf. Kasachstan kaufte 1,4 Tonnen des gelben Metalls und Russland 0,3 Tonnen.

Nachdem die Turkei ihre Goldbesténde zuletzt um 18,2 Tonnen auf 445,3 Tonnen erhdht hatte, verringerten
sich die Reserven des Landes im Juni um 3,8 Tonnen auf aktuell 441,5 Tonnen. Ebenfalls zuriickgegangen
sind den Daten zufolge die Bestédnde Surinames um 0,5 Tonnen, Guatemalas um 0,2 Tonnen und Mexikos

um 0,1 Tonnen.
