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WGC verdffentlicht Ubersicht der offiziellen
Goldbestande weltweit

Das World Gold Council (WGC) verdffentlichte heute die aktuellen Zahlen zu den offiziellen Goldbestanden
weltweit.

Uber die groRten Bestéande verfiigen den Daten zufolge mit 8.133,5 Tonnen nach wie vor die USA. Der
Anteil der Wahrungsreserven belauft sich derzeit auf 71,6%. Mit deutlichem Abstand folgt Deutschland mit
3.390,6 Tonnen. Hier liegt der Anteil an den Wahrungsreserven derzeit bei 68,6%.

Im Juli dieses Jahres erhohten sich laut Angaben des WGC die Goldreserven der Turkei um 22,5 auf aktuell
464,0 Tonnen. Im Vormonat hatten sich diese hingegen um 3,8 auf 441,5 Tonnen verringert. Russland
stockte seine Goldbestande um 6,4 auf insgesamt 1.002,8 Tonnen auf und Aserbaidschan erwarb wie
bereits im Juni 2,0 Tonnen des gelben Metalls. Auch Kasachstan und Guatemala erhdhten die Goldreserven
um 1,1 bzw. 0,2 Tonnen.

Erneut um 0,1 Tonnen zurlickgegangen sind dagegen die Bestande Mexikos.

* This table was updated in September 2013 and reports data available al that time, Data are
taken from the Intemational Monetary Fund's Intermational Financial Statistics (IFS), September
2013 edition, and other sources where applicable. IFS data are two months in arrears, so
holdings are as of July 2013 for mast countries, June 2013 ar eardier for late reportars. The
table does not list all gold holders: countnes which have not reported their gold holdings to the
IMF in the last six months are not included, while other countries are known to hold gold but they
do not report thelr holdings publicly. Where the WGC knows of movements that are not reported
to the IMF or misprints, changes have baen made.

“*The percentage share held in gold of total foreign reserves, as calculated by the Weorld Gold
Council. The value of gold holdings is calculated using the end of month Landon pm fix gold
price publishad daily by the LBMA, In July the end of month gold price was $1314.50. Data for
the value of other reserves are taken from IFS, table Total Reserves minus Gold'.

1. BIS and IMF balance sheats do not allow this percentage to be calculated. In the case of any
countries, up to date data for other reserves are not available.

2. BIS data are updated each year from the BIS's annual report to reflect the Bank’s gold
investment assels excluding any gold hald in connaction with swap oparations, under which the
Bank exchanges currencies for physical gold. The bank has an obligation to retum the gold at
the end of the contract.
