The Company is aiming to link the two areas of precious metal mineralization, which extend for
a strike length of approximately 500 meters, by drilling between the two mineralized zones where very
minimal drill data exists. Assaying of the reverse circulation samples is being conducted by Inspectorate
Laboratory in Reno, Nevada. Drill samples were collected by Mr. Paul Stubble (project geologist), split on
site, placed in sample bags and delivered to Inspectorate Laboratory in Reno, Nevada for analysis.

Primary objectives of this drill program are to expand the known gold and silver mineralization delineated by
historic drilling as well as search for additional high grade veins. Mr. Peter Leger, President/CEQO of Teras
Resources, remarked "Teras is again very pleased with drill results from our second round of assays.
