Das World Gold Council (WGC) verdffentlichte heute die aktuellen Zahlen zu den offiziellen Goldreserven
weltweit.

Uber die groRten Bestéande verfiigen den Daten zufolge mit 8.133,5 Tonnen nach wie vor die USA. Der
Anteil der Wahrungsreserven belauft sich derzeit auf 71,0%. Mit deutlichem Abstand folgt Deutschland mit
3.387,1 Tonnen. Hier liegt der Anteil an den Wahrungsreserven aktuell bei 67,1%.

Im Januar dieses Jahres verringerten sich laut Angaben des WGC die Goldreserven der Turkei um 31,2
Tonnen auf nun 488,6 Tonnen, womit das Land aktuell wieder nach der EZB auf Platz 13 rangiert. Lettlands
Bestande sanken um 1,1 Tonnen auf 6,6 Tonnen infolge des Beitritts zur Eurozone und des damit
verbundenen Transfers dieses Goldes zur EZB. Russland und Mexiko trennten sich von 0,5 resp. 0,1
Tonnen des Edelmetalls.

Einzig Kasachstans Goldreserven erhdhten sich im Januar dieses Jahres um 1,6 Tonnen auf aktuell 145,3
Tonnen.

IFS data are two months in arrears, so holdings are
as of January 2014 for most countries, December 2013 or earlier for late reporters, The table
doas not list all gold holders; countries which have not reported their gold holdings to the IMF in
the last six months are not included, while other countries are known 1o hold gold but they do not
report their holdings publicly. Where the WGC knows of movemeants that are not reported to the
IMF or misprints, changes have been made,

Council. The value of gold holdings is calculated vsing the end of month London pm fix gold
price published daily by the LEMA. In January the end of month gold price was $1251. Data for
the value of other reserves are taken from IFS, table ‘Total Reserves minus Gold'.

1. BIS and IMF balance sheets do not allow this percentage to be calculated. In the case of any
countries, up to date data for other reserves are not available.
